Thank you for your time, your presence, and your willingness to serve in this ministry. Itis a é‘
joy to see members of our parish family stepping forward.

THE MINISTRY OF THE READER

God has always spoken through human voices. The prophets listened to God and then proclaimed to the
people. Jesus Himself stood and read in the synagogue. From the beginning, the Church has gathered to hear
the Scriptures proclaimed aloud. St Paul writes: “Devote yourself to the public reading of Scripture.” (1 Timothy

4:13) And again: “Faith comes from what is heard.” (Romans 10:17)

The Word of God is not simply read - it is proclaimed. Even today, though the Scriptures are widely
available, the moment of proclamation at Mass remains central. Through it, the parish is invited into silence,
understanding, and faith. The Second Vatican Council renewed the call for the active participation of the

laity. Today, readers share in this living participation. To read is to serve the Word.
A WORD OF ENCOURAGEMENT

Many readers feel a sense of nervousness when they come forward — this is natural. Even the prophets felt

unworthy and hesitant. Yet God did not call them because they were perfect, but because they were willing.

Remember, you are not standing there alone. The Lord who gives the Word also gives the grace to proclaim
it. Speak simply, speak clearly, and trust that God will touch hearts through you. As St Paul reminds us:

“My grace is sufficient for you, for my power is made perfect in weakness.” (2 Corinthians 12:9)



UNDERSTANDING THE ROTA

At St Ann’s the readers’ rota is organised into 14 groups, each with four members. Each time your group is
scheduled, the roles rotate: First Reading, Responsorial Psalm, Second Reading and Prayer of the
Faithful. Over the year, each reader will experience all four roles.

After each full cycle of 14 groups, one Sunday is kept for volunteers - an opportunity for others to step forward.
The rota is available in this booklet and on the parish notice board. Please treat your reading as a priority, not
out of obligation, but as a privileged opportunity. If you are unable to attend: Arrange a replacement from
other group members with whom you can swap your date. This ensures that no one misses the
opportunity to serve.

AT MASS - STEP BY STEP

Before the Readings: After the Gloria and the opening prayer, as the congregation sits:

e Three readers come forward together
e Walk calmly and reverently to the front
e Bow before the altar

o Enter the sanctuary with quiet dignity

After the Readings:

o After the Gospel Acclamation, come forward and Bow together before the altar
e Return to your places with reverence as the Gospel is proclaimed
Prayer of the Faithful

e Collect the prayers from the lectern area beforehand

e During the Creed, step forward and Bow before the altar and proceed to the lectern
e Lead the prayers clearly and prayerfully

e Return to your place with reverence
